The manuscript must be uploaded as a MS-WORD file to the 2018 TACT website link (http://tact2018.conf.tw/). The manuscript must not exceed two pages in length. All manuscripts are to be submitted on or before August 31, 2018. The abstract should not exceed 300 words, and the keywords should be less than 5 words.

1. Introduction (Heading 1)
The annual meeting of Taiwan Association for Coating and Thin Film Technology (TACT 2018) and Project Research Results Presentation of Ministry of Science and Technology (MOST) will be held at Innovation Building International Conference Hall at Ming Chi University of Technology (MCUT) (Fig. 1) on Oct. 12 & 13 in 2018. The conference was organized by TACT (http://www.tact.org.tw/), Department of Materials Engineering and Center for Plasma and Thin Film Technologies (CPTFT) at MCUT. The co-organizer is the Department of Engineering and Technologies of MOST. The submitted manuscript will be subject to a peer review process, and the accepted ones will be included in the conference proceeding book. The contributors should prepare their manuscript according to the formatting guidelines.

2. Paper format
The manuscript must be the first published study, and it can be written in Chinese and English. The paper size is A4 and margins are 20 mm. Use 10 point Times New Roman font and Symbol for the text and special characters, respectively. The content of the manuscript should include title, author, affiliation, abstract, keywords, text and references. This can be obtained most easily if authors use this template file to construct their manuscript. Acknowledgments and appendices are placed between the text and the reference.
2.1 Paragraph (Heading 2)
All text paragraphs should be single spaced. Double spacing should only be used before and after headings and subheadings as shown in this instruction. Position and style of headings and subheadings should follow this instruction. No spaces should be placed between paragraphs.
2.2 Tables and Figures 
Figure captions and table headings should be sufficient to explain the figure or table without needing to refer to the text. Figures and tables not cited in the text should not be presented. Tables and figures should be placed close after their first reference in the text. All figures and tables should be numbered with Arabic numerals. Table headings should be aligned left above the tables. Figure captions should be aligned left below the figures. 

2.3 Equations

Each equation should be presented on a separate line from the text with a blank space above and below. Equations should be clear and expressions used should be explained in the text. The equations should be numbered consecutively at the outer right margin, as shown in Eq. (1) and (2) below. Here is one example:
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2.4 References
Use 9 point Times New Roman font in the reference. Reference numbers in the text should be designated by square brackets, e.g., [1]. The references should be listed in the same order as cited in the text. The reference format is subject to the provisions of the journal “Thin Solid Films”. See also examples in the References section of this instruction.
